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Minutes from the Milton Conservation Commission
Casey Road Land Protection Committee Meeting

5:30pm Virginia called meeting to order. 
No public attendees

1) Minutes approval

a) Wayne moved to approve the August 10, 2020 minutes (with minor correction), Bob seconded, all in favor.

2) Update on Easement Deed Status
a) Town Attorney approved the Easement and sent to Ernie.
b) Virginia spoke to Julius about presenting to BOS. He suggested that we attend the BOS meeting on Sept 14th and have our meeting at the same time in person.
c) No formal presentation to BOS, just be present to answer questions.

d) Town previously committed to donate Easement with clauses.  A memorandum of understanding that included raising of funds was signed as a legal agreement.

e) Two warrant articles had previously passed.

f) Ernie received the original document to be signed and then MMRG signs after that. Probably could be signed after BOS meeting.  We want to review the final easement for questions and final restrictions (i.e. bicycles added back in).
g) Can hold a public hearing on 9/15 at 4:30pm.  There are 15 abutters (may have 2 per house).  Conference room only holds 14.

3) Discussion of donation to purchase Cheney property on Teneriffe Road
a) $20,000 previously approved by Conservation Commission.
b) Conservation Commission to attend BOS meeting on 9/14 
4) Trail Map
a) Ready to get printed and laminated at Staples 2’ by 3’ suggested size. (Virginia)
b)  Will be paid out of Casey Road funds.
c) 8 ½  x 11 copies can be printed at town office per Julius (10 to start)

d) Need Plexiglass to protect it on kiosk (or safety glass –Interstate, or heavy duty plastic).  Post on FaceBook for donated piece - Deb. (Milton Home, Milton NH Community, Milton Mills and Residents of Milton)

e) Deb will measure kiosk

f) Perhaps Boy Scouts or local resident could make a hinged frame for map.

g) Could post map on workday for trail maintenance.

5) Extending trail to MMRG easement boundary of property towards beaver dam
a) Set up work day for 9/26 9am to 11am. If a quorum, will ask Julius to post.
b) Need chain saw (Bob), yellow spray paint (Wayne), loppers, gloves and masks.

c) Might need a few volunteers. Ask MMRG.
d) Guptill will provide explanation of QR codes. (8 ½  x 11 instructions)

e) When walking back by loop trail, place orange streamers at glacial erratics.

6) Parking Lot
a) Suggested placing wide ribbon (Bob) to mark bus turnaround.  Also wood igns for bus parking. 
b) Pat Smith spread wood chips over half of area.

c) Need a welcome sign at entrance (i.e. “Welcome, Town of Milton Conservation Land, Parking and Trails).  Deb will create sample.
d) Virginia will contact Jan, principal, to inquire about field trips.

7) Ribbon Cutting Ceremony

a) Should post press release.

b) Contact Jill from MMRG.

c) Thank all who donated (i.e. Milton Veterinary), possibly a sign to feature a different business each month.

8) 3.04 Acre Parcel

a)  Might be too late to acquire. Likely to go to closed bid auction. No response from new Selectman, Claudine. Would a citizen buy for conservation purposes?

b) Virginia can take us on a walk around the parcel. Pretty in back for possible trails.

c) Has shared ROW for driveway.

d) Ask BOS to make a decision.

e) Was assessed at $33,000, but then lower at $26,000.

9) Guided walk/public outreach for Casey Road trails
a) Wait on this.

b) Snowshoe walks are popular.

c) Check with town

d) For next agenda.
